	Waller: He is a young wizard who is the apprentice of the archmage Tiran. Waller is Wisdom Realms’ only hope to defeat Gimloth and break the spell now.





	Taun: An old and wise archmage who leads the order of Taun’s Tower to keep the land in balance.





	Nade: Taun’s companion. Nade is a magic creature known as a Nirit.





	Gimloth: A evil wizard who enslaved the minds of all the wizards of Wisdom Realms(except Taun and Waller). He has foreseen Waller’s coming and has ordered the wizards to destroy Waller’s Silver Heart pendant, the only thing that protects Waller from Gimloth’s spell.





	Tiran: Waller’s master. An archmage who is part of the order of Taun’s Tower.

FAQ:





Q: What are the 2 bars at the top of  the screen?





A: The green one with the marble icon shows how much Mp you have left. The blue one next to 


the Silver Heart pendant icon shows how much Hp you have left. When your Hp gets to 0, your Silver Heart pendant is destroyed and it’s game over!


Oh,yeah….That thing below your hp displays which magic you’re using. Your defualt magic is lightning which will be displayed by thing as a lighning bolt.


You can learn more spells by defeating bosses.





Q: How do I skip the opening sequence?





A: Press Esc to skip the opening sequence.





Q: What’s the difference between the different difficulties on the game?





A: On normal mode, it costs 1 extra mp to cast a spell. On hard it costs 3 extra mp to cast a spell.





Q: I ran out of Mp and now I can’t get past one part of the level. Where can I find a magic marble 


now since I got all the one’s I can get now?





A: Whenever you run out of Mp, a magic marble will appear near the start of the level.





Q: On the minecarts minigame when I jump from one cart to another, I always miss. How do I land 


on a cart more easily?


	


	A: If you listened to Nade’s instructions a little better, you would know that you can move around 


a little while you’re mid air.





	Q: On the 2nd island level, how do I get pass that cracked wall that’s in the way?





A: Again, listen to what Nade tells you. When you defeat the 1st Island Boss, Nade will tell you 


that the the ability you learned from that boss can break cracked walls. Shoot a Bomb bubble at the cracked wall to blow it apart.





	Q: Oh no! I got a gameover! Now I have to start over! Isn’t there a way I could continue or 


something?





	A: If you let the game over sequence play and then go back to the title screen, you can continue 


playing from the level you died at by going to Start. If you press F2 or go to new game from the menu bar at the top of the screen, then this won’t work. If you change the difficulty you are playing the game on after getting the game over, you won’t continue from the level you died at





	Q: How do I unlock the secrets on the secrets menu?





	A: It’ll tell you that you must beat the game on a certain difficulty to unlock a secret.





	Q: The final boss is a cheap shot! How do I beat him?





	A: Gimloth is not the guy in the cloak. The cloaked guy is Tiran under Gimloth’s spell.


Once again: When you got the fire wall spell, you should have listened to Nade. He told you that firewall can block enemy spells. Use it to block Tiran’s Lightning Bolt attack.





Items:





	Magic marble: Will restore some of your Mp


	


Magic potion: There is only one in the game. If your hp is below 25 and you pick it up, it’ll restore 


your hp to 25.

	Arrow keys           :           Move





	Shift                      :           change the current spell you are using ( The spell you are using is


				displayed by the thing under your Hp)


	


	Ctrl		  :          Cast spell you are currently using. (If you have 0 Mp, you cannot cast 


any spells.)The spell you are currently using is displayed by the thing under you Hp.





	P		  :	Pause the game





	Enter		  :	Cycle through dialogue / confirm





	Esc		 :	Skip opening sequence / go back on options menu





	H		 :	Open Help file(What you’re reading now)





Enemies:





	Snappy Trap:  A carnivorous plant that will just stand in your way. It can hurt you if you touch it.





	Stalking Snappy: A Snappy Trap with legs that will chase after you by using it’s keen sense of 


smell.





	Old Man Stone: A golem wizard under Gimloth’s control that will throw rocks at you.


		Your magic won’t hurt them at all.





	Vampy:  A blood sucking bat that lives in caves.





	Crunch Claw: A giant maneating crab that dwells on remote islands. Although they are big, they 


can be easily outran.





	Flamboy: A magic creature of fire that lives in hot areas such as volcanoes. Only water will affect 


them.





	Blue Flamboy: They are faster than ordinary Flamboys but live only in lakes of lava.





Hints:





	Certain enemies and bosses will only be affected by certain spells. Try differnet spells on enemies to find out how to defeat them.





	Water beats fire but not dragons.
